VII. SCHOLARSHIPS

College is expensive.  There are thousands of scholarships out there and one of them may be for you.  Scholarships come in all shapes and sizes, but the most common are:
· Merit-based (awarded on the basis of academics, leadership, community service and other activities)
· Need-based (awarded exclusively on the basis of financial need)

· Interest-based (awarded for demonstrated excellence or pursuit of a particular interest)

Just because we don’t list it, doesn’t mean it isn’t out there.  Do some research.  There are scholarships that never get awarded because no one applies for them.  It’s worth the effort.  Here are some places to start to look:

· Family Connection:  if a family member or guardian is a member of a union; some employers offer scholarships to family members; organizations you or a parent or guardian is a member of sometimes offer scholarships

· The Ethnic Connection – there are many organizations in the city and across the country that work with specific ethnic groups and offer different types of assistence.  Do a google search on “scholarships & [your nationality or ethnicity]” and see what comes up.  Remember, don’t send out any personal information until you verify that it is a legitimate organization.
· The Special Interest Connection:  If you have a special interest in anything – solving puzzles, exploring caves, cataloguing bird sightings, naming stars, etc. – there could be a little known scholarship out there with your name on it.  Again, try the old Google search and see what pops up . . . “scholarships & butterflies” . . . you never know.

· The Albert Shanker College Scholarship Fund of the United Federation of Teachers of $5,000 payable over four years.  To be eligible, you must meet the income criteria and must be eligible to apply for Federal Financial Aid (Pell Grant).  Information and a link to the application is available online at http://www.uft.org/member/education/shanker/index.html.  Application deadline is December 21, 2006.

· AXA Achievement Scholarship offers $10,000 state scholarships to 52 students and 10 additional $15,000 scholarships to national recipients.  National scholarship winners will also be offered internships at AXA offices and a computer for college.  To qualify students must be well-rounded, determined to succeed and have demonstrated achievement - at a job, sport or extracurricular activity.  Application deadline is December 15,2006.
