· FINANCIAL AID College Applications are not complete when you have mailed out your application materials.  YOU MUST BE VERY MINDFUL OF FINANCIAL AID REQUIREMENTS AND DEADLINES.  Do not drop the ball on Financial Aid – you must read the financial aid sections of your application instructions for each school.  Not all school’s requirements will be the same.  Financial aid is first come, first served – don’t miss deadlines

· Make sure you are checking in with your colleges to be sure that all application materials have been received.  Give them 3-4 weeks from when you mailed your materials to the time that you call to see if they have been received.

· The American Association of Blacks in Energy Scholarship Program seeks to help increase the number of African American students, and other misrepresented minorities, in energy related fields.  By doing so, we are addressing the challenge of resolving the critical need of developing competent scholars who will serve to improve our future economic vitality in the world market.  Candidates must meet the following eligibility criteria:  (1) Have an overall “B” academic average – at MINIMUM; (2) Have a “B” average in both mathematics and science courses; (3) Plan to major in engineering, mathematics, or the physical sciences; (4) Demonstrate financial need; and (5) Be a member of one of the underrepresented minority groups in the sciences and related areas of technology (*African American, Hispanic/Latin American, Native American).
