URGENT:

1. TRANSCRIPT CHANGES -  Seniors – if anything on your transcript is incorrect – YOU MUST HAVE IT CORRECTED by Wednesday, October 10th.  After October 10th, the college office is going to be printing transcripts to send to colleges and is not responsible for mistakes that have not been corrected by that time.  PLEASE NOTE – do not assume the change has been made until you have requested a transcript from the programming office and seen that it is now correct.  If you are making a change to your transcript – notify someone on the College Office staff so that we can double check your transcript for the change before we send it out.  

2. Are you considering applying EARLY ACTION/EARLY DECISION?

There will be a meeting during LUNCH – H BAND  on Tuesday, September 18th for those students who are planning to apply early decision, or early action– or who have a deadline for a college application that is on or before November 15th.  The place for the meeting will be posted on the door of the College Office.  You must come to the college office in advance to sign up for this meeting
I. GENERAL REMINDERS
Colleges will begin to visit Beacon next week.  The weekly bulletin will list the visits for the coming weeks – the college office website www.beaconschool.org/CollegeOffice will have the full list – with updates weekly.

· Read the COLLEGE OFFICE BULLETIN thoroughly.  Information is updated weekly.  Find out what’s going on and what’s coming up.  We have postings on open houses, college fairs, information sessions and scholarships, and much more.  Don’t miss out.

· Visit the College Blog (www.beaconschool.org/CollegeOffice) frequently.  This is a great source of information on all aspects of the college application process.  

· Check your Beacon email often!  If the College Office needs to get in touch with you quick, and can’t wait until advisory the next week – we will contact you via your Beacon email.  CHECK IT!!!!  
· If you have not done so already – start contacting the schools you are interested in to request application materials.  You can do this by phone, or email and most schools have comprehensive websites that include their applications online.  

· Two simple things to do to get started:  Since every college application requires the same information about courses:  Prepare a list of all the classes you are currently taking and plan to take Senior Year.  When you begin to fill out applications, all you have to do is cut and paste this information onto your application.  Put together your HIGH SCHOOL RESUME.  Check out the College Portal for a template that will make this a very simple process.  Again, every college will ask you to list awards, community service, jobs, skills, etc.  With a High School Resume, you can either cut and paste the information, or attach a complete copy to your application.  Also, bring both of these along with you to any college interview you have.
